Objectives and competences:

Cilj predmeta je, da Student pridobi temeljna
teoreticna in primerjalna znanja z vseh podrocij
ustavnega prava v izbranih drzavah ter se usposobi
za primerjalno analizo obravnavanih ustavnih
ureditev po njihovih temeljnih prvinah.

The course aims to provide students with basic
theoretical and comparative knowledge in all areas
of constitutional law in selected countries. Students
also become familiar with a comparative analysis of
present constitutional arrangements (by way of
comparing their basic elements).

Student pridobi znanje in razumevanje ustavne
ureditve v izbranih ustavnih sistemih, v tem okviru
pa tako njene normativne ureditve kot tudi
uresni¢evanja v prakticnem delovanju.
Pridobljeno znanje krepi Studentovo razumevanje
tujih ustavnih sistemov, s tem pa olajsa tudi
dostopnost do Studija pravnih sistemov teh drzav
kot celote.

Studenti povezujejo pridobljena znanja predvsem z
drugimi predmeti s podrocja ustavnega prava, pa
tudi s predmeti s podrocja teorije in sociologije
prava in upravnega prava.

Students acquire knowledge and understanding of
constitutional arrangements in selected
constitutional systems; in this context not only their
regulatory framework but also practical
implications.

Acquired knowledge enhances the course
participants' understanding of foreign constitutional
systems, thereby also facilitating access to in-depth
study legal systems of these countries.

The course enables students to study, analyze and
compare foreign constitutional systems.

Students may connect acquired knowledge in
particular with other items on constitutional law, as
well as with courses of theory of law, sociology of
law and administrative law.

Learning and teaching methods:

- predavanja (posredovanje temeljnih teoreti¢nih
znanj, analiza ustavnih sistemov v izbranih drzavah,
obravnava posameznih ustavnih institutov v
izbranih drzavah). Poudarek je na diskusiji med
predavateljem in Studenti.

- lectures (the transmission of basic theoretical
knowledge, analysis of the constitutional
systems in selected countries, dealing with
individual constitutional institutions in selected
countries). Emphasis is on discussion in class.
