LJUBLJANA LAW REVIEW (ZBORNIK ZNANSTVENIH RAZPRAV)
Statement on Publishing Ethics and Prevention of Misconduct
I. Applicability
These rules are binding for all participants in the publication process of the Ljubljana Law Review, especially members of the editorial board, authors, and reviewers.
II. Editorial Board
Autonomy and Editorial Independence
The editorial board is autonomous in determining the content framework of the collection and in making decisions regarding published materials. Members of the editorial board ensure compliance with the guidelines outlined in this statement.
Responsibility
The editorial board is responsible for decisions on the publication of submitted contributions.
The editor-in-chief is committed to adhering to the guidelines set by the editorial board and applicable regulations.
The decision to publish a manuscript is made by the editor-in-chief, considering the opinions of selected reviewers.
Confidentiality
Members of the editorial board and others involved in decision-making or preparation processes for publication are committed to maintaining the confidentiality of information obtained during these processes.
Conflict of Interest
Members of the editorial board must disclose any conflicts of interest, especially if they are financial, personal, political, scientific, or religious.
Integrity
Members of the editorial board commit to evaluating manuscripts solely based on scientific criteria and author guidelines, without regard to race, gender, sexual orientation, religious beliefs, nationality, citizenship, or political affiliations of the authors.
III. Authors
Originality
Authors must ensure that the submitted manuscript is their original work.
First Publication
Authors must confirm that the manuscript has not been published elsewhere and is not under consideration for publication elsewhere.
Conflict of Interest
Authors must inform the editorial board of any conflicts of interest, particularly financial, personal, political, scientific, or religious.
Transparency
Authors must disclose all sources used in preparing their contribution.
IV. Reviewers
Conflict of Interest
Reviewers must notify the editorial board of any conflicts of interest, especially financial, personal, political, scientific, or religious in nature.
Confidentiality
Reviewers must treat all information related to received manuscripts as confidential.
Disclosure
Reviewers must promptly inform the editorial board of any circumstances that may warrant rejection of the manuscript.
Integrity
Reviewers commit to evaluating manuscripts solely based on scientific criteria and author guidelines, without regard to race, gender, sexual orientation, religious beliefs, nationality, citizenship, or political affiliations of the authors.
V. Misconduct
In the event of a violation of the obligations defined in this statement, the editorial board will conduct necessary inquiries and decide on appropriate measures to rectify the consequences of the violation, including retraction or correction of disputed contributions.
