suggestions on how to communicate legal
arguments in writing. In the aim of transfering
practical skills, the course consists in repeating
the following assignments on different topics:
First, the student is asked to examine and
summarize a short text containing a legal
argument. Both, formal and substantive aspects
of the argument are then discussed in class
before the student is invited to rephrase the
argument in question in order to avoid as many
weaknesses and shortcomings of its original
version as possible. Finally, the student is asked
to draft a 1-page reaction paper, composed of a
critical analysis of the initial argument and a
legally justified counterargument.
