General knowledge of (i) the fundamentals of
the methodology of the social sciences; (ii)
classical and contemporary theoretical
approaches to understanding the law and
society; (iii) the sociological interpretations of
fundamental legal institutions.

The Course is linked to other introductory and
theoretical courses (legal history, introduction to
legal theory). The individual topics have a
relevant connection to dogmatic courses,
particularly constitutional law.

Seminar: a presentation of the key theoretical
perspectives of sociology of law and of
contemporary social theorists accompanied by
interactive discussions of the questions their
work raises.

Tutorials: consolidation of the contents
presented at the lectures and seminars by
means of practical examples; interactive
discussions regarding presentations of
discussion papers.

Written exam.

Oral exam — voluntary: students decide
voluntarily if they want to attend the oral
part of the exam; however, a student
may only attend the oral part of the
exam if he/she successfully passed the
written part of the exam.
