The course of Civil Enforcement Law and
Special Civil Procedures is closely linked and
builds on the knowledge acquired in the course
of Civil Procedure. It is also closely linked to the
course of Private International Law and
Procedure.

The course of civil procedure is closely linked to
courses concerned with substantive civil and
commercial law (Law of contracts and torts,
Commercial law, Property law, Inheritance law,
Family Law...). Case studies in civil procedure
cannot be successfully performed without
simultaneously applying knowledge of
substantive civil and commercial law.
