The objective of the course is for the student to obtain
the essential theoretical and practical knowledge in the
areas of organisation of the state and human rights and
fundamental freedoms — both in the Slovenian
constitutional system as well as comparatively. The
course develops the following competences:

constitutional law

e Knowledge of fundamental constitutional
institutions

e Knowledge of the functioning of the organs of
the state (parliament, president of the republic,
government, judiciary)

e Knowledge and application of the mechanisms
of protection of human rights and fundamental
freedoms

(system of rights and freedoms and their legal protection)

The acquired knowledge is an indispensable basis for the
study of all other law course and to work as a lawyer in
the institutions of the state, justice system, organs of
local government, institutions of the EU.

independent positions on constitutional issues,
ability to participate in processes that take place
within the government and parliament, the
ability to analyse Constitutional Court case law

Students can connect the knowledge obtained in
particular with other courses in the field of international
law, European constitutional law, Electoral and
parliamentary law, European Human Rights law as well as
political sciences.
